Bucki’s
Baldy, owned and handled by Jim Clough of Wood-
stock, New Brunswick, was always out front and han-
dled well. The judges were hard put to choose between
him and the second place dog. The fine line of choice
is evidenced when the difference became a few steps
taken at flush of a ringneck on Baldy’s lone find.
